Failure to meet Soundness Test 7 ‘The strategies/policies/ allocations fail to represent the most appropriate in all the circumstances, having considered the relevant alternatives, and they are not founded on a robust and credible evidence base’.

The housing provision identified within Core Strategy is based upon the RSS figure of 3,800 dwellings in the period 2006-2026.  This equates to an annual average build rate of 190 dwellings per year, which is 19% less than the Devon Structure Plan (2001 to 2016) annual average (230).  When examining previous completions (2002-03 189, 03-04 229, 04-05 243) the average annual build rate is 220 dwellings.  Therefore, historically, this identifies increased growth within the district.  

In addition, the RSS figure does not take into consideration the most recent Sub Regional Household Projections (ODPM, Released on 14th March 2006).  The projections identify that over the period of 2006-2026 there will be 4664 additional households, 864 more than what is planned for within the Core Strategy.  This would equate to an annual average of 250 dwellings constructed per year, which is 60 more than currently proposed.

In conclusion, by reducing the housing allocations to 3,800 dwellings over the planned period the Core Strategy would constrain growth within West Devon and have detrimental consequences in terms of;

· ensuring that housing need is met locally;

· addressing issues of affordability;

· promoting a thriving economy; and

· sustaining viable market towns and rural communities.  

All of which are essential to achieving the vision set out within the West Devon Core Strategy.
Also, as stated within our previous representation, the existence of in-migration cannot be ignored or stopped and as such must be catered for in any estimate of housing requirement.

Ensure a greater supply of housing that reflects the recent household projections and subsequent figures indicating housing need within West Devon.  

In addition, a greater amount of housing provision would provide flexibility in terms of the deliverability of sites.  For example, should some sites not come forward as programmed an over allocation would ensure the fluid continuous delivery of housing over the planned period.
