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General advice on making your representation

This is the final stage of consulation on the Balancing Housing Markets Document (BHM). Following this stage an examination
 will be held by an Independent Planning Inspector to consider whether the document is ‘sound’. Those who wish to make a representation seeking a change to the BHM will need to show how the BHM is unsound and what needs to be done to make it sound. 

In order to decide whether the BHM is sound, the Inspector will apply a number of tests to the document. These tests are set out overleaf and it would be helpful if you could relate your representation to the failure of one of those tests. You should try to support your representation with evidence showing how and why it should be changed.

Whilst you should try to be clear as to the soundness test that the BHM fails, failure to identify a test will not lead to your representation not being considered, providing that it relates to the BHM document. Where your representation seeks more than one change to the BHM document and relates to failure on more than one test of soundness, please fill in a new form for each test that you consider relevant to your representation. 

Where there are group who share a common view on how they wish to see the BHM document changed it would be helpful for that group to send a single representation rather than a large number of identical representations. If you are working as a groups please tell us who you are representing and how the representation has been authorised. 

Glossary of terms

Examination – The examination is the formal consideration of the document by an independent Inspector appointed by the Secretary of State and involving all interested parties who wish to attend. The examination may be conducted as a round table discussion at a hearing or more formally as an inquiry. 

Soundness – At this stage of the process the document will be tested to see whether it is sound. In this context ‘sound’ should be considered in its ordinary meaning of “showing good judgement” and “able to be trusted” and within the context of fulfilling the expectations of the planning legislation
