The HBF supports a range of densities for different areas reflecting local characteristics and the need to ensure that a wide range of different housing needs are met. Not least family housing. It is important that assumptions are not just primarily based upon high-density flatted accommodation, which won’t be suitable or appropriate for everyone.

Option 6

With regard to flood risk, the Council will no doubt fully take on board the content of PPS25, which sets out policies for planning authorities to ensure flood risk is properly taken into account at all stages in the planning process; prevent inappropriate development in areas at high risk of flooding and direct development away from areas at highest risk. Circular 04/2006 accompanies it.

Option 21

Latest government policy seems to be shifting away from the application of blanket restrictive parking standards, towards a more flexible approach taking greater account of local characteristics. The HBF supports a more flexible approach given that every site and locality is different. Whilst some can operate with very little parking provision, others cannot. If a lack of sufficient parking provision arises, the end result is often nearby approach roads being clogged up with parked vehicles. Which apart from being unsightly and inconvenient can also pose access problems
